The Conjoint membership examinations in Orthodontics (MOrth) of the Royal College of
Surgeons of Edinburgh (RCSEd) and the College of Dental Surgeons of Hong Kong (CDSHK)
all began in 1996 when we agreed to hold this examination in Hong Kong. I as Chairman of the
Specialty Board in Orthodontic of the CDSHK flew to Edinburgh with Prof. Fu Min Kui, and
Hong Kong colleagues Prof. Michael Cooke, Dr. Michael Chau and Dr. Jeffrey Tsang to observe
how the examination was conducted in Edinburgh.
