EDITOR’'S NOTE

Written by Renzeng Jimeilinba, a famous Tibetan Buddhist in the
mid — 18th century, the book narrates the birth of the Buddha, and the
history of Nyingma lineage of Tibetan Esteric Buddhism. It is not only an
authentic work for the research of Tibetan Buddhism, but also a good ref-
erence book for Buddhist philosophers, historians, educators, folklorists,
translation theorists, and Esteric Buddhism enthusiasts by providing a lot
of historical data in the aspects of Tibetan society, history, religion, poli-
tics, military, folk custom, culture exchange, etc. .

The author was bom in 1728 and died in 1798. He went to Qion-
gjiebare Temple to study Buddhism at the age of six and went on studying
later from several eminent monks. Thanks to his hard work and high tal-
ent, he became a Buddha as well as a scholar. He was also a gifted poet,
and knew quite a lot on the subjects of calligraphy and calendar. In his
life, Renzeng Jimeilinba had a large number of disciples, many of those
were well-known Buddhists. Thus his Buddle philosophy was widely dis-
seminated from India border to Central China by his disciples.

Renzeng Jimeilinba made great contributions to carrying forward Ti-
betan Buddhism. He sorted out and compiled 25 volumes of Buddhism
work, Comtinuation of Nyingma Lineage of Esteric Buddhism. At the
same time he wrote 9 volumes of books including this with total 7 million

words.
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
