The main idea is the gist of a passage, the central thought expressed or implied in
words. Identifying the main idea is the first step to successful listening, which may help
the listener build up the general understanding of the passage.

How to identify the “main idea”?

Here are suggestions to identify the main idea:

1. Identify the topic, which is the subject of the material;

2. Identify which aspect the material focuses on in terms of the subject;

3. Summarize its major supporting details that support that aspect of the subject;
4. Classify the material and summarize its main idea accordingly.

Independent Learning

Independent learning is part of an ongoing, lifelong process of education that
stimulates greater thoughtfulness and reflection and promotes the continuing growth
of students’ capabilities and powers. More than the rote learning of facts and skills, |
this approach to learning encourages students to make meaning for themselves, based |
on their understanding of why and how new knowledge is related to their own
experiences, interests and needs.

Independent learning requires that a student takes responsibility for his own
learning. Individual responsibility comes from the belief that learning can be af-
fected by effort, and this belief is the critical factor which leads to individuals’
perseverance in the face of difficulties. Teachers can help students take responsi-
bility for their learning by providing opportunities and strategies for learning inde-
pendently and by encouraging them to initiate and actively participate in their own
learning.

In this process, independent learners develop the values, attitudes, knowledge
and skills needed to make responsible decisions and take actions dealing with their
own learning. Independent learning is fostered by creating the opportunities and
experiences which encourage students’ motivation, curiosity, self-confidence, self-
reliance and positive self-concept; it is based on students’ unders’rand'n f their
own m'reresfs and a valuing of learning for its own sake 4
