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Preface

The general objective of China~UK HIV/AIDS Prevention and Care Project (hereafter called
HAPAC) is to promote effective response to HIV/AIDS in China. HAPAC aims to establish
replicable models of HIV/AIDS prevention, treatment, and care for high—risk and vulnerable
populations of HIV/AIDS in Yunnan and Sichuan Provinces to inform and develop national pol-
icy framework. With great attention of Yunnan Committee of the CPC and Provincial Govern—
ment, under the proper leadership of National Project Office and Yunnan Provincial Bureau of
Health, Yunnan China-UK Project Office achieved obvious outcomes on HIV/AIDS -prevention
and control in Yunnan, after hard working of numerous project staff, with scientific instruction
of experts. After 6 years' effort, the achievement of the Project has been unfolded and recognized
by domestic and international officials and experts. Officials from Ministry of Health highly ap—
praised HAPAC Project, and believed that the influence of HAPAC is beyond the two provinces,
for it has done plenty of work on behavioral intervention for HIV/AIDS and witnessed the devel-
opment of policies on HIV/AIDS prevention and control in China. Many senior experts from UK,
such as, State Minister of UK, Director—General of DFID, and director of China Office, fully ap—
preciated what the project has done.

What model has HAPAC explored indeed in Yunnan? What experience or lessons can we
learn from it? This book “Exploration and Breakthrough Best Practice of Integrated
HIV/AIDS Prevention and Control of Yunnan China~UK Project” (hereafter called "‘Exploration
and Breakthrough” ) in front of us, basing on the past practice of Yunnan China-UK Project in

Kunming, Yuxi, Gejiu, and Ruili City, reflected implementation process and features of around
50 sub—projects of Yunnan China—UK Project in these areas, and demonstrated the operation
models, development, experience and outcomes of applying sirategy of “Expanded, Comprehen—
sive, Integrated” HIV/AIDS prevention and control in different levels (capital cities, prefec—
tures, and counties) in Yunnan. It also summarized replicable intervention experience and
models targeting to different high-risk populations which were formed in the implementation of
the projects.

“Exploration and Breakthrough” scientifically described four cases in details with vivid ex—
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amples, in terms of background of project sites, preventive sirategies, activities, outcomes and
experiences, emphasizing the development of HIV/AIDS prevention strategies in each area, es—
pecially the integration of internal and external project resources, comprehensive intervention of
high-risk population, and care for the people living with HIV/AIDS. Through these descrip—
tions, we could see the changes of policy and environment for HIV/AIDS prevention and control
in Yunnan. According to the logframe of “MOU”, we developed the guideline for project activi-
ties and action strategy; even adjust the project design in accordance with reality. The integrated
model of HIV/AIDS prevention and control, made by Yunnan China-UK Project, cannot be
achieved in one action, but modified with the policy and environment changes, accumulated ex—
perience through consistent practice of project activities, and summarized through varied inno—
vation and exploration. Thus, although this book only introduces four practice models in 4 areas,
it shows the practice achievement of the whole Project from another aspect, and witnesses the
development of Yunnan China-UK Project in the past 6 years in Yunnan.

This book consists of four parts basing on the four areas conducting HIV/AIDS prevention
and control. It introduces “Kunming Practice of Multi-Projects Collaboration in the Capital City
of Yunnan”, “Yuxi Practice basing on Administrative Management System”, “Ruili Practice of
Care in Different Forms of Multi-sectors Cooperation”, and “Gejiu Practice of Resource Inte—
gration at County level”, respectively. It collects the ideas of experts on different subjects, such
as their analysis on the formation of different models and its significance from different angles.
Although their writings have various styles from different angles, they are combined with the
best international practice on HIV/AIDS prevention and control to assess the practice of Yun—
nan China-UK Project. This book highlights the summarized models in favor of its promotion.

As a summary of experience and technical guide, “Exploration and Breakthrough” has a
great significance in HIV/AIDS prevention and control in Yunnan. It does not only reflect the
achievements in some project sites in the past 6 years, but also summarize the experiences and
lesson. It is an important historical document, as well as a reference book for those working on
HIV/AIDS prévention and control. It is expected to be the chief sources for those areas which
are going to conduct integrated HIV/AIDS prevention and control, to provide operatable steering
comments for establishing integrated frame on HIV/AIDS prevention and control in different ar—
eas, and to promote HIV/AIDS prevention and control.

This book contains abundance materials from first-line project staff as well as essence from

all experts. The project staff are experienced at field practices, which are the valuable materials
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in this book. The experts exert their utmost effort in investigation, research, writing, editing and
reviewing, to ensure the quality of this book. Hereupon, thank them all for their effort!
Numerous implementation agencies of Yunnan China—UK Project are at different levels,
which extensively covers different population, adopts varied intervention strategies and conducts
abundant activities.
