The relationship between Gong Li and famed Chinese director Zhang Yimou started when Gong Li was cast
in her debuted role,as the female lead in 1987's Red Sorghum , while she was still a student. Zhang Yimou and
Gong Lt were romantically involved for years,and he referred 1o her as his Muse.

Once she graduated, Gong Li was cast in Terracotta Warrior and The Puma Action in 1989, Ju Dou in
1990 ,and Zhang Yimou's Raise the Red Lantern in 1992,
