Most universities in Great Britain can be divided into 4
groups:
1) Ancient Universities ( & # X A %¥)
These are universities founded before the 19" century such
as the universities of Oxford, Cambridge or Durham.
2) Red Brick Universities (4135 K %)
These universities were founded in the 19™ and early 20"
centuries. Most of them are built with red bricks, a characteris-

tic of the time. The universities of Liverpool and Manchester

are probably the most famous Red Brick universities.
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3)New Universities (#H & kK %)

These are universities created in and after the 1960s, such
as Keele University, Portsmouth University or Northumbria U-
niversity.

4) The Open University ( FF# X A %)

It is Britain’s Distance-learning University founded in
1968. This means that students can learn and study at home,

rather than sit in a classroom.
