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Introduction
Republican Hongkou: Witnessing Leftwing
Cultural Activism

Hongkou occupies a special place in the history of
leftwing cultural development in the Republican
period, as it housed numerous important leftwing
intellectuals and witnessed many landmark leftwing
cultural events. This was the case largely because
of the special political geographic development of
this district as part of the city's semi-colonial history.
While the southern part of Hongkou up to the
present Zhoujiazui Road and Haining Road became
American settlement in 1899, the area further north
surrounding North Sichuan Road, a major street
built in the early twentieth century by the Interna-
tional Settlement authority beyond its boarder and
well into the Chinese area, had an ambiguous po-
litical and judicial status. Both the International
Settlement authority and the Chinese Government
claimed jurisdiction over this area, but neither in
fact could exercise full control. This area thus of-
fered the best hideouts for the revolutionaries and
their underground activities. Loose governmental
control combined with convenient public transit
system and reasonable cost of living created an ideal
home for leftwing intellectuals, whose life and ac-
tivities in turn helped create a local cultural ambi-
ance that this album tries to capture.
