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NIHEWAN MAJUANGOU SITE
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T he excavation of the third cultural layer
on the Majuangou site resulted in the
discovery of remains of primitive man's meal
taking and more than 800 cultural relics. The
cultural vestiges represent a scene of man's
meal with stone artifacts, animal bones and
natural stones left over. Traces of chopping,
scraping and cutting remain clear on the
surface of numerous stone artifacts and most
bones. The stone artifacts bear distinct features
and fall into cores, flakes, fragments, broken
lumps, hammers and secondarily retouched

tools. The tools are rather unitary in type,

consisting only of simple scrapers and notched
ones. The animal bones are largely elephant's
remains and belong to an individual. The other
species comprise the rhinoceros, horse, deer,
rodent and carnivore.

As known so far, the third layer of the
Majuangou site is the cultural remains
stratigraphically lowest and chronologically
earliest in the Nihewan Basin. It can be roughly
assigned to 2,000,000bp according to the
paleomagnetic dating of the site with the
chronological data of the Xiaochangliang site

taken into account.
