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Preface

Mount Lang, which is said that the name “Lang” was obliged by Emperor Shun while he visited the South, is located in Xinning County, Shaoyang City which
is in the southwest part of Hunan province. Now it is the national key scenic spot, national geological park and national natural legacy, on the north of Guilin and on
the south of Zhangjiajie, which consists of five scenic spots: Bajiao Village, Tianyi Alley, Chili Peak, Zixia Cave, River Fuyi and covers 108 square kilometers. Mt.
Lang is the most typical beautiful scenic spot with Danxia landform, which is honored by “Danxia’s Soul”.

There is also a worldwide key ecotope, national preservation zone Huping Mount and national forest park, thousand-year Buddhism Holy Land, King Chuang
Li Zicheng’s secret hideaway Jiashan Temple which now are all governed by famous mastermind Mr. Ye’s traveling company. To fully express Mt. Lang’s unique
charm and Huping Mount and Jiashan Temple as well, China Photographer Association specially holds this national scenery photograph collection about Hunan
Huping Mount, Mt. Jia and Mt. Lang. It begins since March, 2005, till now over 2000 pictures from over 1000 professional and non-professional photographers from
over 30 provinces and cities are received. After authorities collected and appraised, nearly 1800 pictures are collected which are divided into four seasons collected
works, final collected works and final collected fine works. So many photographers go into this mysterious place to create lots of moving fine works reflecting the
natural scenery and cultural interests of Mt. Huping, Mt. Jia and Mt. Lang with their unique feeling and new vision.

This is one another photograph collection after “Ancient Phoenix City” National Photograph Grand Prix organized by Mr. Ye Wenzhi’s Traveling Group.
Compared with other activities its great influence is showed on the three new records. One is that the total bonus first topped 1,000,000 yuan and each of the four
collected fine works can get bonus 80,000 yuan. The second is that we first set the art judge to judge if all collected works are “digital composite pictures” which
is not followed collection rules so that China Photographer Association Digital Figure Technical Determination Center comes into being. The third is that a new
collection and new appraisal form are chosen. All the pictures are collected by four seasons and by whether it is professional group or not, at last they have a final
appraisal. National Scenery Photograph Works Collection of Hunan Huping Mount, Mt. Jia & Mt. Lang will be recorded on the history of China Photograph by its
realistic and further influence not only on developing traveling economy but also on flourishing photograph art.

“China Mt. Lang” has collected parts of collected works of Mt. Lang about 146 pictures, which is not only a summary and review of all the collected pictures
but also a kind of expect to our photographers and editors. We will publish the photograph works collection about Huping Mount and Mt. Jia in the near future. We

believe that we will do it better and be the best!
