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Content Abstract

In recent years, many sorts of truth theories have made great
progress through bitter controversies and mixing together. And at
the same time, a series of research subjects have emerged. How to
explain these subjects reasonably? To answer this question, the re-
search into “Marx ’s inheritance and development of Hegelianism
theory of truth” assumed great importance. However, this research
has never been carried out directly (most of the relevant documents
are respective exploration of Marxist, especially Hegelianism truth
theofy) . Furthermore, owing to historic reasons ( the influence of
the “textbook-philosophy”), we still need to have a better grasp of
the practice-nature and human characteristics of Marxist truth view.

On the premise of good understanding of classical philosophical
texts, with the aid of large quantity of relevant background docu-
ments in the academic circles, and on the basis of expounding the in-
ternal relationships and essential' differences betweenz Marxist and
Hegelianism, this book followed such a logical clue as the subject of
the truth being the initial point and it s content being the stopover

to demonstrate how Marx inherited and developed Hegelianism theo-
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ry of truth by unifying abstract and concrete dictions, logic and his-
tory means; and then to emphasize not only the practical significance
and revolutionary sense of Marxist theory of truth but also it ’s con-
temporary values. This article could be divided into four chapters:

The first chapter — “Introduction” . This part mainly dis-
cussed four points: the presentation of the problem being inspired by
the “textbook” ; philosophical truth view being the problem of objec-
tivity of ideas; Marx * s realization of “practical inversion” of
Hegelianism theory of truth; Marxist theory of truth having devel-
oped the traditional philosophy and started modern philosophy.

Why does the textbook of Marxist philosophy have so much
propositions and ideas of Hegel who is an idealist? What is the rela-
tionship between Marxist and Hegelianism theory of truth? How to
explain the theoretical characters of Marx ’ s truth view even the
whole Marxist philosophy? What is the contemporary significance of
Marxist theory of truth? There is no doubt that if we go deep into
these questions, it will make great sense to perfect and develop
Marxist theory of truth , to “return back to Marxist” and “ develop
Marxist” ’

Philosophical truth view has rich and profound theoretical con-
tents. The characteristic of scientific truth lies in the point of “being
or not being”. . But as a rethinking science, philosophical “truth” is
the realization concerning “universal necessity” . Truth is about the
issue of objectivity of ideas, about the issue of thought and being.
human s cognition and objective reality being united in the law.

Marx, one of the founders of modern philosophy, established
his theory of practical truth by means of “practical inversion” of

Hegel ’s “ rationalism without person” -—conceptual dialectics.
