In this book the author, taking the trade strategy of big DCs as
his study object, has filled the blank of the domestic and foreign
trade strategy research field by studying it completely and
systematically. In this book, the author also presents some creative

visions making a beneficial initiation and probing into certain
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essential issues in the trade strategy. For instance, the author puts
forward and illustrates a new trade strategy pattern—"the trade
stategy called Opening to the Outside with Support Inside, to wit,
the trade trategy opening completely to the outside, in light of
international comparison, relying on the domestic market, obtaining
help of available protection, it denies the traditional vision that the
foreign tradeis comparatively less important because of a broad
domestic market, so the inside-oriented trade stragegy should be
practiced. Liu’s new view puts that the role of the foreign trade in
the developing countries is more important than that in the
developed countries, it denies the traditional view that big DCs
should practice the mixed trade strategy, it suggests the developing
countries actively participate in the economy globalization, it
presents that developing countries should establish actively vertical
intergration with the developed countries, it advances the general
theoretical pattern of the industrial development in the big DCs, in
holds that the basic goal of the trade is not to protect the domestic
market, but to promote and make sure the nation’s comparative
advantages be developed, etc. Whether the new views mentioned
above are scientific or not, the readers may judge by themselves,
but the author’s theoretical courage of research and creativity,
which is worth paraising, has already got the appreciation of the
thesis reply committee and the commentors of the same occupation.

The author’s study of the trade strategy of the big DCs is also
practically significant. Facing the Chinese reality and solving the
real problem of China is the social responsibility granted to the
Chinese economists by the age. The research Dr, Liu made in this

book embodies a strong sense of social responsibility. Being the
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biggest developing country in the world, China had kept an inside-
oriented trade strategy of locked country color long after 1949, thus
heavily hindered the economic development, After the third Session
of the Eleventh Congress of CCP, China has gradually abandoned
the former trade strategy, carrying out the open and reform policy
vigorously , changing it into a mixed trade strategy, which results in
a rapid economic development. But, the rapid economic
development obtained is at the price of a heavy loss of the resource
and environment, the slow evolution of industry, the economic
inefficiency, the serious environment damage—under the real
condition of the global continual development, the international
competition is getting more and more intense, the domestic strctural
problems are becoming more and more serious, what kind of trade
strategy China shall obtain is the key issue concerning the long and
subsequent economic development, and it is also a hard mission
granted to the Chinese scholars by the times. Taking the important
practical economic issues as the topic of his doctoral thesis Dr. Liu
studied it profoundly advancing many advocating theoretical and
policy suggestions, which has a high referential significance to the
future Chinese trade strategy.

After the graduation, Dr. Liu continues the research work
studying further the international trade theories and practical issues.
1 hope he will take the publication of the book as a new starting
point and make greater progress in his future research work. He is
very young, having a long way to go, as his tutor, I also hope the
experts and scholars concerned could give him futher instructions
