Policy transfer has begun its historical course as
early as the modern era in China. This paper selects the whole
historical period after 1949 as the time limits of the research on
policy transfer.

The third, analyzing the variable, structure and process of
policy transfer. It expounds the western scholars’ theory on the
composing factors of policy transfer, the analytical frame of
policy transfer, the continuum of policy transfer, the structure
of policy transfer, process model of policy transfer, the schol-
arly criticism for the research on policy transfer, and etc. The
fourth, describing the China public policy transfer in the years
right after the establishment of PRC. It depicts the back-
ground, precursor and process of China public policy transfer in
the years right after the establishment of PRC, and analyses the
characters and effects of policy transfer. The fifth, describing
Chinese public policy transfer in the transitional period. It de-
picts the inside and outside conditions of China public policy
transfer and its developing course in the transitional period,
analyses the character of China public policy transfer in this pe-
riod and summarizes the profound effect of China public policy
transfer in this period. The sixth, analyzing and appraising the
variable and process of China public policy transfer. Using the
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analytical frame theory of policy transfer proposed by the west-
ern scholars, it analyses the variables of Chinese public policy
transfer and its relation, introspects the historical course of
Chinese public policy transfer, analyses the historical logic of
policy transfer, and demonstrates the experiences, the prob-
lems and its root of policy transfer. The seventh, discussing the
strategy selected for China public policy’s development under
globalization era. Basied on the history and reality and facing
the future, it analyses the characters, causes and meaning of
policy transfer under globalization era, indicates that policy
transfer is the realistic quest for China public policy develop-
ment under globalization era, brings forward the tropisms,
ideas and principles of China public policy transfer under glob-
alization era, and finally points out the action strategies for
China public policy transfer under globalization era.
