Through analyzing, infegrating and rediscovering
that takes account of every condition (environment, function, proprietor, foundation, historical background etc.),
the order and geometrical relationship that lies beneath the real world can be found and the past can be
connected with the future.

Developing architecture or an interior space is a process of unfolding. This process of unfolding includes our
analysis for the sites, clients and all other given conditions, whichis areveal of space-time continuum also a dynamic
system.

1.Forging

Using the forging material, such as concrete, plastic, wax and so on, with the character of coagulating by a time
passing, we can create a small world. This small world is like a micro dynamic system that becomes a space model for
us to measure another dimension such as family, society, cities and so on.

2.Structure of Music

There are gaps between each notation in a score. The gap exists in the vertical movement(the tone) and the
horizontal movement(the rhythm) of a score. Because of this gap, no two performances will be the same even if the
score are played by the same musician. But how big could the gap be? Can local conditions affect the whole
structure and change the score itself2 A score in a pre-folded state conceals an unfolding process.

Every bus stop may be seen as a notation of the score of a city. The tolerance of the gap between each notation
is defined by the temporary registration (a shifting horizon) will allow things to be unfolded. The swelling field is
created by the desire to change the horizon.

3.Paper

Paper itself is a ready-made object and daily supply as well. This object actually is very intriguing and has many
features for you can write on it moreover can use it as 3-dimensial instrument. You will find it having a thickness with
inner layers if you slice it open. Without this thickness, paper can't be paper nor be in one or two or three dimensional
space. Besides taking paper as an object, it also can be a concept that provides many imaginative possibilities.
Ultimately, it can be a possibility of aspace itself.
