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Foreword

A Bilingual Collection from Diverse Research Students and

Research Topics

The Doctor of Philosophy ( Ph. D. ) in Social Welfare and the
Master of Philosophy ( M. Phil. ) in Social Work Programmes of the
Department of Social Work at The Chinese University of Hong Kong
have been established since 1993. In order to celebrate the 10" anni-
versary of the Programmes which coincides with the 40"™ anniversary of
the University, and to provide the opportunity for graduates to share
the results of their research, the Department decided to publish a col-
lection of the graduates’ theses. Consequently, the Department re-
ceived manuscripts written specially for this collection by the students.
After blind reviews by the faculty in the Department a total of 12 pa-
pers were selected and are published in this Collection.

Notwithstanding the limited number of theses published, there is
a large variety in the content, methodology and style of the papers.
The characteristics of this Collection can be summarized as follows:

Firstly, this Collection has diversified research topics, ranging
from self-help groups, organizational survival and development strate-

gy, employment services and cognitive appraisal, occupational health
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and safety policy regime, to_\young drug abusers, adolescents’ needs of
single-parent family, caring of ageing parenis, adjustment of widow-
hood , and social support and mental health of the physically disabled.
The populations under study include children and youth, adults and
elderly. The diversity of research topics reflects the student-oriented
approach adopted by the Department. Students are free to choose re-
search areas that they are interested in, and the supervisors provide
the necessary support and guidance on social welfare theories and re-
search methodology accordingly.

Secondly, the background of research students in this collection is
also diversified. Although many research students in the Department are
local students, the number of students coming from the Mainland and
Taiwan (and also overseas) has increased gradually. Their research
generally focus on the regional issues where they come from, and the
findings could have significant impact on the regional social welfare po-
licies and practices. Moreover, the academic and cultural exchanges be-
tween local and non-local students have enriched the programmes.

Thirdly, this Collection is bilingual. In line with the University’s
bilingual policy in education, the thesis can be written either in Chi-
nése or English. The Department encourages students to use the lan-
guage in which they feel most proficient.

Fourthly, this collection invites students to write an epilogue,
sharing the possible impact of the findings on their own professional,
academic and career development. This is quite unique in similar
publications.

One major purpose of launching the Ph. D. and M. Phil. pro-
grammes is to train social welfare researchers and social work educa-

tors in Chinese societies. Hopefully, it will enhance social develop-
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ment in the longer term. In the past ten years, graduates in the De-
partment have been teaching or conducting research in local universi-
ties (for example, University of Hong Kong, The Chinese University
of Hong Kong and City University of Hong Kong) , major universities
in the Mainland (for e'xample, Peking University and Fudan Universi-
ty), research institutes in the Mainland (for example, Chinese Academy
of Social Sciences; Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences), and ter-
tiary institutions in Taiwan (for example, Fu Jen Catholic University
and Tainan Theological College and Seminary). They also publish pa-
pers and articles in various international and regional academic jour-
nals. Apart from celebrating the Programmes’ 10" anniversary and the
University’s 40th Anniversary, this Collection also aims at encouraging
our graduates to continue their research and to publish research fin-
dings in order to enhance the growth and development of sotial welfare
research in Chinese societies.

Finally, I want to thank the Department for entrusting me the
tasks of planning and developing the Ph. D. and M. Phil. programmes
in the first six years. I also have great pleasure to spend the days with
the graduates during their studies and I wish this Collection would en-
courage all of us to strive for excellence in academic research. In edi-
ting this book, I have received tremendous help from Ms. Jenng
K. M. Chen and I would like to express my appreciation to her effort

and assistance in this book project.
