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Brief Introduction

This textbook is both a fruit of the Ministry of Education’s “Reform Project of Higher
Education Facing the 21st Century on Teaching Content and Curriculum System” and also a
Textbook planned by “The 11th Five-Year-Plan” of the Ministry of Education. It is designed,
by observing foreign teaching materials and methods of Criminal Procedure Law education, to
adapt to the developing trend of legal education, and it certainly will promote the integration of
current laws, Iegal theories and practices. It can be used both as the paper version of the “Internet
Curricula Constructing Project of the New Century—Criminal Procedure Law” (a project charged
by Professor Yang Jianguang and Su Shunkai) and as the teaching material for undergraduate and
postgraduate students. Compared with other similar textbook, it shows 3 essential characteristics:

1. Integrated and comprehensive contents. Composed strictly according to the Ministry of
Education’s new requirements on core courses for undergraduate and the newest outline on Unified
Judicial Examination, this book is authoritative, updated and comprehensive. So it’s suitable for
different universities, students and self-educated readers (with or without the internet); moreover
it’s an assisting material for lectures and heuristic method of teaching with case analysis.

2. Various forms and functions. Adopting Systems Engineering Framework, Objects-
Oriented Framework and Legal System Engineering, this book utilizes multimedia method
consisting of words, images and sound. Thus it realizes the integration of paper material and
internet courses as an open-ended system with holistic function. As both actual cases and masters’
theories are shown, the functions of both traditional textbook and profession glossary are provided;
this book keeps the profundity of traditional textbook and expands the modem education space.

3. Aiming at improving students’ general attainments and training their practical abilities.
Textbooks for legal education should lead students to learn both the theories (Model) and the
practice (Prototype). This book integrates teaching theories and the realistic rule-of-law. Using this
book, “Interactive Seminar” as a case-based teaching method can be introduced and modern
learning theory of ‘“Problem Solving” can be exercised during learning process. By this way the
inner relationship between theories in textbook (Model) and the practice (Prototype) can be
strengthened.

3. Extended Knowiedge

Although not being the indispensable parts of this textbook, but the extended
knowledge are quite helpful for you to grasp the whole system of Criminal
Procedure Law more thoroughly. Some of the law terms and regulations appearing
in the textbook and the CD enclosed may possess the soul of law or other unique
value.
