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Abstract

In line with the urbanization, a large number of farmers are freed
from farming and also the ownership of the land. They are becoming
landless-farmers. Currently, a significantly increasing number of farm-
ers are losing and will lose farmland when cities grow. The landless-
farmers issue has become the core problem that is persecuting China’s
urbanization. This book generalize the landless-farmers’ issue in three
aspects: slow growth of absolue income ( decrease of relative in-
come ), unstable employment and shortage of social security. From
both domestic and overses theoretic research and on site investigation
of landless-farmers in China, the three phenomenons are key points
that landless-farmers are concered about the most and that are decisive
in solving the problem of landless-farmers’survival.

The book analysis the reason of landless-farmers’survival issue from
2 aspects. On the one hand, there are direct occasions impacting the sur-
vival of landless-farmers. It is visually caused by low compensation of
requisitioned land, omission of self-discipline of governments and the
farmers are at disadvantageous position. On the other hand, there are oc-
casions from the system. The defect in China’s land ownership system has
resulted in obscure definition of the principal of land ownership and con-
notation. In other words, the principle of land ownership is of an inven-
ted status. In such, farmers—the owener of land do not have right to pro-
tect their land. In fact, from either the “Theory of Initial Occupation”
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and definition of the collective ownership in China’s countryside, farmers
should be compensated for a long term loss no mater these farmers lose
their land passively or revolutionarily. They may share the “Farmland Re-
cessiveness Spillover Effect ” and “Urbanization Spillover Effect”.

About the standarts of landless-farmers’survival patterns. The
book takes the Pareto Optimality as general standards to weigh the re-
lation optimality of efficiency and fairness, furthermore to solve the is-
sue of landless-farmers’survival. Then determine high critical, low
critical and moderate three standards to judge wheather landless-
farmers’survial status have been optimized.

The book focuses upon the defect of China’s current system for
compensation of requisitioned land and makes innovation from land
requisition, compensation and social security systems with considera-
tion of long-range living requirements of farmers. To ensure the imple-
mentation of system innovation, the mechanism is designed in four as-
pects, including initiation, operation. correction and salvage.

About the implementation of solving the landless-farmer issue and
sustainable survival pattern, the government, economic organizations in
communities and landless-farmers themselves are key participating princi-
pals. The government should perform their duties rationally; the econom-
ic organizations in communities should actively and imtiatively maximize
sustainable livelihoods effect under current system; those landless-farmers
should be enthusiastic to take part in urban system with new attitude to-
ward their social role. At the end of the book, case study is made on Li-
cang District, Qingdao to support the argument of theorical research.
