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give the idea that only this brand of cosmetics is good to the careless listener,
reader or viewer.

At its best advertising can be useful to the customer. At its worst it can
mislead him. Advertising has become a big business and good firms in it do
all they can to make sure it is conducted with some attention to truth. This is
a help to the customer. But the only real safeguard for the customer is his own
alertness.
