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Abstract

Chapter 2 describes various types of social deviances on Internet
by collecting investigating material. The institutions’social deviances
on Internet mainly include two types; while the individuals’can be
divided into six different types. Basing on the describing of the
phenomenon, the author analyses the social imperilment of social
deviances on Internet.

Chapter 3 analyses the causes of social deviance on Internet from
the whole perspective of “field’s transformation”. It also investigates
various causations. Some causation come from the people, the others
come from the exterior conditions.

Chapter 4 mainly discusses who should take the consequences of
social deviances on Internet, that is to say, in the face of social

deviance on Internet, who has to “pay his check ”. The researcher

Chapter 5 analyses the means of preventing and controlling the
