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Preface

All each Chinese person will never forget the day, September 18,1931. Japanese launched
the "9-18" event which wanted occupied northeastern China through force and were shocked by
China and oversea.

By very carefully piecing it together, that is about 1200 which was
typical , representatively and efficiently, such as stuff teétimony and videos, we had had this
exhibition, named "let's not forget '9.18' the evidence of Japanese aggressive northeast
China" . which graphically reappear the history from the Meiji Era to the road of gradually stepped
on the militarism_ from the Sino—Japanese war of 1894—1895 to the Russia—Japanese war of
1904 aimed at combated for benefit in northeast China, to time that wholly occupied whole
