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Preface

The Tianzhushan Mountain is located in Qianshan County Anhui
Province where Dabie Mountains and the plain in the middle and lower
reaches of the Yangtze River merge. The Tianzhushan Mountain is also
named the Wanshan Mountain, which is origin of the short form of
Anhui Province: Wan. The Tianzhushan is among the first batch of na-
tional key scenic resorts, national AAAA-Level tourist sites, national
forest parks, and national geological parks.

The major scenery region covers an area about 83 square meters.
The highest peak is 1488 meters high above sea level. Cuddled by the
Qianhe River and the Wanhe River, the area has a spectacular landscape.

phantasmagoric that we get a different image even after moving a small
step. As Tianzhushan is situated in the area where northern and south-
ern ridges merge, it is a combination of rigidness characterized by the
north mountains and tenderness characterized by the southern mountains.
Each peak is magnificent, each stone bears a weird look, each cave
appears deep and tranquil, each river exhibits its sublime beauty.
Furthermore, the ocean of clouds, the Buddhist glow, the sunrise, the
afterglow, the ice bloom, the snow are even more brilliant. Li Geng
(Ming Dynasty) praised this with amazement: “Wonders throughout the
world can hardly match this mountain.” Marvelous views and profound
culture make Tianzhushan deserve the title of “Top-10 Chinese Fa-
mous Mountain”.

This piece of land was not only endowed with wonderful scenery,
but also cultivated generations of celebrities. Attracted by Tianzhushan’s
fascination, hundreds of thousands of literators and top officials paid



their visits to Tianzhushan, meanwhile the marvelous land nurtured gen-
erations of standouts among which Zuo Ci, a Taoist in the Eastern Han
Dynasty, Wang Fan, a astronomer during the Three Kingdoms Period,
superior beauties such as Elder Qiao and Younger Qiao, Cao Song, a
poet in the Tang Dynasty, Zhu Yi, a philosopher in the Southern Song
Dynasty, Cheng Changgeng, the originator of Beijing Opera, Zhang
Hengshui, a famous contemporary master novelist, Xia Juhua, the Queen
of Acrobatics, Han Zaifen, a performer of Huangmei Opera, all of these
standouts were born in this marvelous land.
