Abstract : I set up creatively a basic frame of the regional economic
transition so as to research and explore the theory of the regional econom-
ic transition about social development and stability, solve the new issue
from the theory, reinforce the vacancy of the theorization research of the
regional economic transition in China, widen the new research content of
the world economic transition and economic dialect geography. This the-
sis apply the abstract deductive method , mixed method of qualitative and
quantitative, method of parallel research, and method of economic math-
ematics and arith — statistics analysis. I research the concept of regional
economic transition, driving factor, judging way, and theory pattern ,
then creat basic frame of the theory of regional economic transition . I
put forward many - sided driving factors of regional economic transition
from integrated impact factors, and I set up index system of regional eco-
nomic transition to summarize the way of integrated scoring indexes to the
regional economic transition by fixed quantify. I judge the phases of re-
gional economic transition for some regions, and I bring forward the the-
ory pattern of regional economic transition on the basic estimation. I
bring forward the concept of “special region”, and I found the theory
way of using special regional management to solve the economic differ-
ence between regions.

I reorganization and analyze the data from the index system of Chi-
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na, Guangdong, Zhejiang and Xinjiang to judge their phases of regional
economic transition, and I also analyze the necessity, existing issue and
solving of which Hetian is administrated by Zhejiang province.

From the typical research, I put the emphases to the development,
existing issue and solving issues for the four big agricultural product ba-
ses construction, the rural economy of small towns, the ecological migra-
tion and fixed investment.
