Berezina River is 380 miles (610 km) long, rising in Belarus. It
is navigable for most of its length. The heroic retreat across the Berez-
ina of the remnants of Napoleon’s Grand Army took place from Nov.
26 to Nov.29,1812. The crossing—effected under heavy Russian at-
tack—saved Napoleon and his forces from capture, but lost the lives
of more than 20,000 men.

2. Stalingrad 7 A ¥ 8h

Stalingrad was founded in 1589 as a stronghold to defend
Russia’ s newly acquired land along the Volga. In the 19th century it
became an important commercial center. During World War II, the
city was nearly destroyed in a battle that marked a major turning point
in the war and a landmark in military history. In Sept. , 1942, a Ger-

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man army exceeding 500,000 men ( including Italians, Hungarians,
and Romanians) began an all-out attack on Stalingrad. Stalin ordered
that the city be held at all costs. After two months of house-to-house
fighting, the Germans had taken most of the city; but the Soviet garri-
son, receiving supplies across the Volga, held out, thus gaining time
for a counter offensive.

The city was renamed Volgograd in 1961. As a transshipment
point, it handles oil, coal, ore, lumber, and fish. Volgograd is also a
major rail center, with connections to Moscow, the Donets Basin, the
Caucasus, and Siberia.

3. Volga River {R/R i

The Volga River is the longest river in Europe, about 2,300 miles
(3,700 km). It originates at an elevation of only 740 feet (225 m) in
the Valday Hills northwest of Moscow, and connects with the Rybinsk
Reservoir. Since the initial elevation is so low, the river flows slowly,
and finally enters the Caspian Sea at Volgograd. It links, through ca-
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nals, with the Black Sea. The Volga carries about half of all river
freight in Russia. Numerous dams provide hydroelectricity and water for
irrigation. The river, known in Russian folklore as Mother Volga, has
played an incalculable part in the life of the Russian people.

In planning any major military operation, if the exact calendar
date was not yet known or if known would not want to be identified in
written orders for fear the exact plans might become known to the ene-
my, the D—Day scheme was used. It was used for all major invasions
in Ttaly, North Africa, Sicily and in all the many island invasions in
the Pacific. All major offensive operations were planned to commence
on “D—Day at H—Hour at M—Minute. ” Because it was the biggest
military operation of its type D—Day has gone down as the name of
the Normandy invasion, but there were many D—Days and many H—
Hours.
