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An Overview of Hebei Tourism

Tourism is generally regarded as one of the most important phenomena nowadays.
As it grows so fast, the tourism industry has widely and deeply influenced our society, and
is by far the largest industry in the world. It includes six main elements. accommodation,
transportation, food and beverage, entertainment, shopping, and sightseeing. We all
know that developing tourism industry can increase our national income and improve our
quality of life. Another important thing for developing tourism is that it is labour-intensive
since it requires a large number of workers in proportion to the people who are served.

As tourism industry plays a more important role in the economy, Hebei Province
spares no effort in developing it.

Hebei Province, surrounding Beijing and Tianjin and facing the Bohai Sea, is rich in
tourism resources. It has splendid historical culture, beautiful scenery and special attrac-
tions.

Hebei is one of the cradles of the Chinese Nation. About 5000 years ago, the three
earliest ancestors—Emperor Huang, Emperor Yan and Chiyiu finally united here, thus
starting the ancient civilization. In Hebei, there are 680 important historical places,
among which, 168 are directly protected by central government. Hebei has 3 World
Cultural Heritages and 5 National Historic cities. The most attractive spots are the
Imperial Mountain Resort and its surrounding temples in Chengde, the Mausoleum Groups
of Qing Dynasty and the highlight of the Great Wall such as Shanhai Pass, Old Dragon’s
Head, Jiaoshan wall, Jinshanling wall, etc. In addition, the Lotus Pond and Zhili
Governor’s Building in Baoding, Longxing Temple in Zhengding, Zhaozhou Stone Bridge in
Zhao County, Fairy Hall of Golden Millet Dream, Wuling Platform, Xiangtang Mountain
Grottoes and Wahuang Palace in Handan are all well known both at home and abroad.

Hebei is also the province that possesses diversified landscapes such as seashores,
plains, lakes, hills and plateaus. There are 2 national top ten scenic spots, 3 national top
forty views, 7 national scenic areas, 11 national forest parks and 7 national natural

reserves. Among these, tourist favorites are Qinhuangdao Seashore, Sand-sliding at



Nandaihe and the Golden Coast, Baiyangdian Lake, Taihang and Yanshan Mountains,
forests, grasslands and snow-ski grounds in Zhangjiakou.

Unique folklore, like the Wugiao Acrobatics, Cangzhou Martial Arts, Yongnian Taiji
Boxing, Xushui Lion Dance, Chengde Manchu and Mongolian Songs and Dances is
attractive. Hebei has an abundance of local special products such as honey peaches,
chestnuts, snow-pears, medicinal herbs, etc. Hardworking Hebei people also produce
exquisite traditional arts and handicrafts such as stone carving, Spring Festival pictures,
inner-bottle painting, paper-cutting, etc. The Pottery and Porcelain Articles of Hebei are
also favoured by tourists. They are mainly fabricated in the cities of Tangshan and
Handan.

In recent years, Hebei's tourism has developed rapidly. Now it boasts about 500
scenic spots, more than 350 star hotels, 900 travel services and 30 tourist coach
companies. Hebei's transportation networks are well developed. Railways cross the
province and highways extend in all directions. Airlines keep increasing and ocean-lines
have been opened. Within the region of the province, there are four airports located in
Beijing, Shijiazhuang, Tianjin and Qinhuangdao respectively. There are also four sea ports
including Qinrhuangdao, Jingtang, Tanggu and Huanghua Ports.
