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Preface

To start architectural education in schools of fine arts would inevitably remind
people of the rise and decline of architectural education of Ecole nationale
supérieure des beaux-arts, and suspicions cannot be avoided as to whether
the department of architectural education in schools of fine arts can get rid of
environmental and historical limitations. It is ridiculous to deny the historical
influence of the architectural education department at Ecole nationale
supérieure des beaux-arts while facing these associations and suspicion. Also,
it is meaningless to simply imitate the educational system of Ecole nationale
supérieure des beaux-arts.

The education at the School of Architecture of China Central Academy of Fine
Arts will not seek the lost resplendence through heritage of legacies, nor is it
going to copy today’s successful architectural education patterns for shortcut.
The connotations of “art” and “architecture” are different from the past. After
all, the situation has changed. We are hoping to keep the posture of explorers
and reconsider the issue of architectural education in a full-bodied artistic
atmosphere. Despite the difficulty in breaking the ice of the conventions, we
shall still keep an open mind to pursue our ideal.

We have no intention of showing off the works of our students and teaching
organization while publishing this collection. Instead, we are clearly aware that
we are still bearing traces of conventions in our teaching in spite of experiments
of innovation in many aspects. We are just summarizing our past experiences
in this way, hoping it can provide a better illustration of the paths that we have
walked upon and help to adjust our direction. Of course, the more important
intention in publishing this collection is to let the society know more about us,
so that we can hear more sincere critiques and valuable advice.

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[ . Fine Art Basics Courses

The purpose of this course is to cultivate the abilities of artistic taste, form thinking and
expression of students of different majors at the School of Architecture. Principal courses
include: charcoal drawing, color, visual shape analysis, artistic creation practice and material
experience. Different formats are adopted by different units within each course. Most of
the units are experimental and serve to deepen interlink different courses. The purpose
of this arrangement is to give students more space and opportunities for innovation while
accomplishing the required courses. There are about 220 learning hours. The timing of these
courses parallels with primary architecture courses and can act as a good supplement. Fine
Art Basics Courses is the entry course of every freshman, serving to adjust and activate
students’ form thinking and expression ability and enhance their artistic tastes, so that they can
build a solid foundation before moving any further. More importantly, the teaching schedule is
designed according to future developments. It is our desire and goal to decide creative courses
and gradually expand the course scale of Fine Art for the School of Architecture through

teaching practices.
