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Summary

1. This summary outlines some major indexes and changes of China’s
agricultural and rural economic development in 2006, and makes some
forecasts about the agricultural and rural economic development in 2007.

2. In 2006, rural sectors produced 45. 9 percent of China’s GDP( in
current price, the same below), 0.5 point below that of the previous year.
Of China’s GDP, agriculture accounted for 11.8 percent, 0.7 point
down; rural secondary industry for 22.2 percent, 0.5 point up; rural
tertiary industry for 11. 9 percent, 0.3 point down. '

3. In 2006, China’s GDP increased by 10. 7 percent in real term. Of
the growth rate of GDP, rural sectors contributed to 4.52 points and
accounted for 42. 2 percent of the whole growth, 2 points down from that
of the previous year. In rural sectors, agriculture contributed to 0. 55 point
and accounted for 5. 1 percent of GDP growth, 0.7 point down from the
previous year; rural secondary industry contributed to 3. 15 points and

accounted for 29.4 percent, 0.5 point up; rural tertiary industry
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
