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The history of hutong dates back to the Yuan Dynasty and once there were more than 6,000 hutongs. The hutongs are arranged in a good order, and the distance
between one hutong and anther keeps the same. The comparatively broader streets, also called roads, were originally built for carriages to pass through. The comparatively
narrower ones were called hutongs, and were mainly for people to walk through. The hutongs usually run from east to west, with quadrangle dwelling on their two sides.
The hutongs are well preserved in east district, west district, Liulichang Cultural Street and Guozijian, etc. With the development of tourism, the “tour of hutong in Beijing”
has been welcomed by tourists from home and abroad.
