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A Brief Biography of the Painter

Lu He-ling,a well-known painter,was born in Xian,Shanxi Province in Dec.1944,
his native place being Hefei.He has taken courses for two years in advanced studies of
Chinese traditional painting in The School of The Fine Arts of China in 1981.He was
appointed Director of the Research Departmnet of Art in The Anhui Provincial Museum,
Deputy Head of The Anhui Provincial Museum,the President of Anhui Provincial Art
Gallery.Now He is the Member of The Association of Chinese Artists,the Standing
Chairman of The Association of Anhui Provincial Artists,National First—Class Artist.He
was Member of The Chinese Museum Association,Member of The Council of Society
and Culture Association of China Culture Ministry,the President of Anhui Folk Art
Association,the Member and Deputy Director Member of Anhui Culture,Museum and
Library Series Senior Profession Evaluation Committee for 12 sessions,the National
Culture Advanced Worker of National Culture Ministry and National Personnel Ministry,
the Anhui Provincial Culture and Art First—Class Personnel of The Propaganda Department
of Anhi Province.He has been the expert with Special Subsidy from Anhui Provincial
Government and the State Council.

Lu He-ling has been unusually keen on art since his childhood.Yet because of dire
poverty,he has undergone a lot of hardships and difficulties.He began learning painting
by himself through earnest application,and experienced numerous frustractions.He published
hundreds of his illustrations,picture story books,o0il paintings and Chinses traditional
paintings in various magazines and periodicals in the sixties and seventies.Since then he
has gradually shown his talent,established his fame and became a professional painter.He
began to specialize in the Chinese traditional painting and the research of ancient art.For
many years,Lu He—ling's works have been constantly published in the magazines and
periodicals in China and foreign countries,and some selected as exhibits in the nation's
painting exhibitions.He have visited more than ten countries,his paintings have been sent
to U.S.A.,Western Europe,Singapore and some of Chinese embassies abroad for the
rotating exhibitions.Some of his paintings have got into Japan,France,Norway,Turkey
and Southeast Asian countries,and collected for keepsake by some exhibition halls,
museums and art gallaries of schools of the fine arts in China.He has compiled a rather
large—sized exquisite pictorials of Chinese and Foreign Paintings and"Lu He—ling's
Chinese Paintings".Lu He—ling's works and art thinking have been published in magazines
and periodicals in China, his paintings and biography have been compiled into more than
