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Harbin Central Avenue is the most
prosperous and well-planned pedestrian
street in Harbin City. Starting from the
Preventing Flood Memorial Tower located at
Song Hua River, which is its north end, the
street spreads 1,400 meters long to its south
end, Xin Yang Square. Central Avenue has a
width of 11 meters and pavements on 2 sides
of the street are 2-6 meters wide. It was firstly
built in 1900. Till now square granites
originally used to pave the street surface are
still well preserved. Along the Avenue are
ensembles of architectures of ancient
European continental styles. These 71
buildings are of various types, including
Renaissance in 16" century, Baroque in 17
century, eclecticism in 18" century and Art
Nouveau in 19" century. It can be said that
this ensemble reflect almost 400-year
fascinating history of cultural development in

Europe.
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
