1. The American High Education( 2 B % £ & ) s

It refers to American education on the college level. It includes four categories
of institutions. They are: the university, the college(the four-year undergraduate in-
stitution) (POLEFHIASF}2ER) , the technical training institution(F; AR #5122 BE) and
the two-year community college( B 4E #i| # X 22B%). Some are supported by public
funds and some by private funds. Many students work to pay for their college expen-
ses. A Bachelor’s degree is earned after a minimum of four years of post-secondary
study (sixteen years of education). Earning a U. S. Master’s degree requires ap-
proximately two years of study beyond the Bachelor’s degree. Doctoral programs
generally require from two to five years of study beyond the Master’s degree.

2. Jazz Music(B+F)

As a musical form, Jazz was initially developed by African-Americans in the late
1800s. Early jazz music first appeared in the Southern city of New Orleans. It was a
blend of folk music, work chants(Z 315 F), blues(B &7 B H7), marches( AT
#H) , Ragtime(HPIHEFRM I SR) and even European classical music. A defining mark

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of this early New Orleans jazz was that a group of musicians improvising their notes
in changing chords around a specific melodic line. It allows performers to freely ex-
press their emotions and musical skill.

It becomes generally accepted by people from all walks of
life because it appeals to the young and the rebellious and can be modified and sof-
