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Abstract

This report is mainly concerned about the trend of Sino-Japanese
security relation and the strategy of China corresponding to the changes of
Eastern Asian security environment. At the time scale, it covers one
hundred years history including three most important phases (i.e., the
Sino-Japanese War of 1894 accompanied by the modernization of both two
countries, the second Sino-Japanese war induced by the Japanese invasion of
northeastern China in the 1930s, and the Sino-Japanese security relation in the
context of global politics after the Cold War was ended). While at the space
scale, it focuses on the region grounding on the variation of global politics.

Also, this report illustrates that the trend of Sino-Japanese relation has
to be deeply influenced by the regional and global strategic environment,
especially the security idea, although the structural contents of geopolitics,
culture and economics are contained in the competition between Japan and
China. Due to the certain short-term irreversibility of Eastern Asia anarchy
culture coupled with regional intervention of the super power, the development
of security politics of Eastern Asia can not be easily predicted. However, the
constitution, standard and identification are becoming more and more important
during the shaping of mutual interaction and socialization procedure, thus
forming the security culture, which drives both Japan and China, two emerging
great regional powers, to seek help from the traditional self-help mode, and
meanwhile, to deeply involve in the formulation of Eastern Asia and global
political rules as well as multi-lateral security cooperation organizations to face
the mutual and the other complicated strategic environment. _

Many latent conflicting factors of Sino-Japanese security relation will
be diluted and inhibited during the socialization procedure. In addition,
the changes in security idea and security structure may force the large nations to
reconstruct the regional order. The transcending strategy of China goes beyond
the bilateralism by multilateralism, nationalism by regionalism, and direct
strategy by indirect strategy. When more cooperative strategies are introduced, a
harmonious Eastern Asia society as the transformation of security structures
of Eastern Asia will emerge, and hence, the peaceful environment is
generated for the promotion of Sino-Japanese relation. Finally, the
cultural cooperation mode based on constructivism proposed in this report
will help China realize the national strategic interest and thereby promote
the regional peace and development.
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
