The West China’s Museum Forum is originated at the time when large

Today,
we use this word trying to express our wish of making a full use of rich
cultural resources in west China so as to serve the society furthest.

If we consider the west China as a whole, and unite all advantages
we have, do all we can, we can surely make a greater contrihution to the
society and thus recollect our ancestors better.
