When “i” forms a syllable by itself, it is written as “yi” ; when “i” occurs at the beginning of a syllable,
it is written as “y”.

e.g. i-yi ia-ya ian-yan

. When “u” forms a syllable by itself, it should be written as “wu”; when “u” occurs at the beginning of

a syllable, it is written as “w”.

e.g. U-Wu UuG-wd udn-wan

. When “U” forms a syllable by itself or occurs at the beginning of a syllable, it is written as “yu”, with

the dots dropped.
e.g. U-yu Udn-yudn Uun-yun Ue-yue

When 4§, “q”, “x” are put before “U” or a final begins with “i”, the two dots in “i” are dropped.

e.g. juazi-juzi qUanbu-quanbu xlexi-xuexi

There are four basic tones and one neutral tone in the standard Chinese. They are indicated by tone
graphs. Namely, “-” (the first tone), “-” (the second tone), “~” (the third tone) , “ ” (the fourth tone) and the
neutral tone which is not marked. When a syllable is pronounced in different tones, it has different meanings.
For example: tdng means “soup”, tdng means “sugar”, t&ing means “ to lie down” and tGng means “ hot” or

“to iron”.
