Listening Strategy

<> Strategy: Practicing Pronunciation (1) — Syllable Stress

Learn how new words are pronounced. You are learning many new words in
English. Sometimes, you see new words when you read, but you don’t hear them.
The best way to improve your pronunciation is to listen carefully and imitate native
speakers. Think about these questions:

1) How a native speaker says the word;
2) How many syllables there are — for example, there are five syllables in the word

pro nun ci a tion;
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3) Where the stress is — for example, the stress in pro nun ci a tion is on the fourth
syllable.
There are three ways to learn the number of syllables and stress in new words:
1) Listen for syllables and stress in new words;
2) Ask the teacher, the native speaker or your classmates;
3) Look them up in a dictionary.
Note: Syllable refers to a part of a word as determined by vowel sounds and

rhythm: “way” is a word of one syllable; “native” has two syllables.
