1. The Creator of the Universe:

In the
center ring, so to speak, was held a variety of events, including chariot (4% %:) races and
gladiatorial ( J&3}-fJ ) combats, spectacles in which bloodshed and brutality ( #:7Z. )
were not uncommon. Our modern circus was originally an equestrian spectacle as well,
but the trick riders were soon joined in the ring by such performers as ropedancers (4
FEE ), acrobats (ZuEiFE ), clowns and jugglers (HrZ¥EL# ). Despite
occasional accidental violence, the circus has little connection with its brutal namesake

of long ago.
