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Zhu Zhengeng was born in Xuzhou in 1939. He finished his study in China
Central Art Academy in 1980 and was conferred the Master Degree in Chinese
Traditional Paintings. He is now member of the Artists Association of China, Vice
Chairman of the Committee of the Chinese Traditional Paintings attached to the
Artists Association of Hubel Province, Professor of the Art Department of Huazhong
Normal University. He is a major representative of the artists who paint in the
style of heavy color and free sketch in the contemporary China. Zhu Zhengeng has
been working all the time on the teaching of the Chinese Traditional painting
methods as well as on the study and creation of the modern heavy color paintings.
He had taken part in the 6th.7th and 8th National artworks Exhibitions, and had
held exhibitions in Wuhan, Shanghai, Hongkong, Taiwan and Thailand. He has
turned out many books, including: Sketches of Zhu Zhengeng. Paper Carvings of
7Zhu Zhengeng, How to Draw a Sketch, The Fall of Nanjing, lLecture Sheels of
Qutstanding Chinese Painters from Advanced Art Academies— The lLecture Sheets
of Zhu Zhengeng, Master Line Drawings—Zhu Zhengeng. Also he had designed
two sets of stamps on the democratic patriots, which were published in 1993 and

1994.
