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BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO MENG YAN

Meng Yan, alias Chun Bing, was born in Guilin, China.
Edified and nurtured by her father, Meng Hanliang (a calligrapher
and a seal carver), Meng Yan began to learn calligraphy at a
young age, first regular script, then official script of the Han
Dynasty. She formed the habit of writing on her feet, with her
wrist suspended so as to create vigorous long strokes. At seven
she began to learn seal cutting and at eight she was learning
painting in the Children's Palace. Having been taught and
instructed by contemporary famous painters like Shen Peng, Wu
Chundao, Fu Jiay1 and Guo Heng, Meng Yan made rapid progress
with her bright natural gift and hard-working efforts. She won
almost a hundred prizes such as special prizes, gold medals,
silver medals and bronze medals in various calligraphy and
painting competitions both at home and abroad. Her personal
exhibitions of paintings and calligraphy and seal cutting works
held in Guilin and Shengyang caused considerable positive
response among the public. In 1991, she was doing cultural and
art exchanges and exhibitions while visiting Japan, Taiwan and
other districts with a delegation of Guilin Municipal Govemment,
during which time she was widely introduced and spoken highly
of by different news media. At ten, she created a 100-meter-
long calligraphical roll under the title of World-famous Persons
in Praise of Guilin, which was the first of its kind among the
works by Chinese children and which was televised by CCTYV,
GCTYV, HBTV, TWTYV and French TV. Her works have been
collected by some important political leaders such as Deng
Xiaoping, Chen Siyuan, Huo Yingdong and Iketatai Saku. Other
huge-sized works were hung up for exhibition at Beijing Capital
International Airport, Guangzhou White Swan Hotel and in the

Song Qingling Scholarship Headquarter. In 1994, she honorably

received Song Qingling Scholarship at the first session and was
reputed as “Little Number One Scholar” (at the time she was
only 13).Taking her painting and calligraphy art as the subject
matter, Hubei TV Station, Zhuhai TV Station and Guilin TV
Station once made four special TV programmes respectively
under the names of “Exceptionally Bright Morning
Glow”,*“Young Swallow of Painting World”, and etc. Her name
is listed in the Who is Who of the Contemporary Painters,
Calligraphers and Seal Carvers; Who is Who of Chinese and
Foreign People, and Who is Who of the World's Contemporary
Painters, Calligraphers and Seal Carvers and other ten
authorative dictionaries.

She is now a member of The World Painters &
Calligraphers’ Association, Sino-Japan-South Korea New
Calligraphers and Painters League,Chinese Juvenile
Calligraphers and Painters Association, and Guilin
Calligraphers’ Association. She is also an academic of Shanghai
Ethnic Calligraphy & Painting Academy, honorary vice
chairman of Guiping Calligraphy Association and a committee

member of the Sixth Session of Guilin Youth Association.
