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Cultural relics remind us of what different
peoples had a high opinion of in the past and
continue to value now. Without these relics, we
couldn’t protect cultural traditions or understand
or enjoy the lives of the people who practised
the traditions. Although we may not often con-
sider it, cultural relics are not only the posses-
sion of one culture. In a larger sense, it can be
said that they belong to all peoples. Looking at
it from another angle, it can also be said that
cultural relics are more than works of art; they
are symbols of history and the people who lived
in the past. Each kind of relic keeps something
of cultural heritage, and each relic is still a

unique cultural expression and contribution.
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
