BAMBOO AND WOOD
CARVING BY XU BINGYAN
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Xu Bingyan was born in Changzhou, Jiangsu, China in 1942, and graduated from7
Wuxi Institute of Light Industry. He has been awarded with titles of Senior Art and
Crafts Artist, Bamboo Art Master in China, Vice Chairman of Changzhou Arts and Crafts
Association. His father, Mr. Xu Subai, is famous bamboo carving master in China. Xu
Bingyan studied bamboo carving from his father and studied the traditional Chinese
painting from Mr. Tang Yun, the master of traditional Chinese painting. Mr. Xu Bingyan
inherited and developed the art handed down from his father and invented red wood
(mahogany) and rosewood light engraving by himself. He made break through in free-
hand brushwork technique. The works are vivid and lifelike.

Bamboo and wood carvings of Xu Bingyan have been published in more than ten
newspaper, books and periodicals, such as: “Chinese Collection”, “Chinese Cultural Relics”,
“People’s Daily” etc. His works have been also filmed into many special topic TV shows
by China Central Television, Jiangsu Satellite TV etc., enjoying great reputation in all
circles of society.

In 1995, Xu Bingyan was awarded with title of Chinese Arts and Crafts Artist jointly by
United Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural Organization and China Society for
the Study of Folk Literature and Art. In 2003, he was awarded with title of Bamboo Art
Master in China jointly by International Bamboo Vine Organization and China Bam-
boo Industry Association.

In November 2003, Xu Bingyan took his bamboo skin carvings and red wood light
engravings to participate in “France Paris Art Exhibition of Sino- France Culture Year”.
In June 2005, he participated in “World Exposition” in Aichi, Japan. In July, 2006, he
was invited to participate in “26th International Art Exhibition” in Britain. He not only
demonstrated in person carving art, but also took several lectures on Chinese bamboo
and wood carving arts. He has made great contribution for the Chinese arts going to
the world, and letting the people all over the world know deeper the bamboo carving
art, and know better China.
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
