The cowles Foundation continues the work of the Cowles
Commission for Research in Economics founded in 1932 by
Alfred Cowles at Colorado Springs, Colorado. The commis-
sion moved to Chicago in 1939 and was affiliated with the U-
niversity of Chicago until 1955. In 1955 the professional re-
search staff of the Commission acceptéd appointments at Yale
and, along with other members of the Yale Department of E-
conomics, formed the research staff of the newly established
Cowles Foundation.
