Students play the role of one of the characters. They use infor-
mation from the text, but also make up their own ideas.

T Maria, you're Pamela. Are you flying for the first time?

St No, I'm not, I often travel by air.

T Tell me some places you often travel to.

St We often fly to see my uncle in California and every summer
we go to Greece.

Other ideas include:

Michael - in the duty-free area

Mrs Dobson - on board the plane talking to Mr Dobson
Mr Dobson - ask the stewardess for something
Stewardess - reply to Mr Dobson.

FURTHER ACTIVITIES |

1 Write 5 suitable adverbs on the board (slowly, quickly,
nervously, happily, sadly, etc.). Then pronounce dif-
ferent words, such as OK, goodbye, welcome, etc. in a
slow, quick, nervous, happy or sad way. When you say,
for example, the word ‘goodbye’ in a sad way, students
say: sadly (which means the teacher said it in a sad
voice).

T Goodbye. (in a happy voice)

St1  happily

T OK. (in a nervous voice)

St 2 nervously, etc.

2 Ask questions about the key lexis.

T Vicky, how do you feel when you're relaxing?
St 1 [ feel fine. I feel calm.
T Now Mano, what happens at passport control?
St 2 At passport control an official checks your passport.
Other ideas include:
- What is the departure lounge?
It’s where you wait for your flight.

- What does an information screen tell you?
It tells you about your flight | your boarding time and gate
number.

- What do people often read on planes?
in-flight magazine, books, newspapers
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
