For example, rain is a
contingency that might affect the success of an
outdoor event. ll Trying to move indoors at the
last minute could be a disaster. ll Therefore, your
plan should include a “rain plan.”

You need to reserve some money and time
for the unexpected. If you budget your money
down to the last penny, you might not be able to
take advantage of a bargain that you suddenly
hear about. Similarly, if you schedule your time
too tightly, you might not be able to deal with
those "unexpected events" that always seem to
happen.
