Ninety of these patients went back to their jobs within four months and were still working at
least 12 months;another 42 did not return to work.

After controlling for variables such as differences in physical recovery,education and so-
cial supports, researchers found that mental anguish (#§ # ) declined dramatically between
four and 12 months for those who returned to work—even if they had previously been dissat-
isfied with their jobs. In contrast,distress worsened for those who did not return to work.
