Attention to detail is something everyone can and should do—especially in a tight job
market. Bob Crossley, a human-resources expert notices this in the job applications that
come cross his desk every day. “It’s amazing how many candidates eliminate themselves.”
he says.

“Resumes(f&] 1) arrive with stains. Some candidates don’t bother to spell the compa-
ny’ s name correctly. Once I see a mistake, I eliminate the candidate,” Crossley concludes.
“If they cannot take care of these details, why should we trust them with a job?”

Can we play too much attention to details? Absolutely, perfectionists struggle over little

things at the cost of something larger they work toward. “To keep from losing the forest for
the trees,” says Charles Garfield, associate professor at the University of California, San
Francisco, “we must constantly ask ourselves how the details we’ re working on fit into the
larger picture. If they don’t, we should drop them and move to something else.”

Garfield compares this process to his work as a computer scientist at NASA. “The Apol-
lo ' moon launch was slightly off-course 90 percent of the time, "says Garfield. “But a suc-
cessful landing was still likely because we knew the exact coordinates of our goal. This al-
lowed us to make adjustments as necessary”. Knowing where we want to go helps us judge
the importance of every task we undertake.

Too often we believe what accounts for others’ success is some special secret or a lucky
break (#Li8). But rarely is success so mysterious. Again and again, we see that by doing
little things within our grasp well, large rewards follow.

Example 1

Icebergs are among nature’s most spectacular creations, and yet most people have never
seen one. A vague air of mystery envelops them. They come into being—wherever—in far
away, rigid waters, amid thunderous noise and splashing turbulence. They exist only a short
time and then slowly waste away just as unnoticed.

Objects of sheerest beauty, they have been called. Appearing in an endless variety of
shapes, they may be dazzlingly white, or they may be glassy blue, green, or purple, tinted
faintly or in darker hues. They are graceful, stately, inspiring—in calm, sunlit seas.

But they are also called frightening and dangerous, and that they are in the night, in
the fog, and in storms. Even in clear weather one is wise to stay a safe distance away from
them. Most of their bulk is hidden below the water, so their underwater parts may extend
out far beyond the visible top. Also they may roll over unexpectedly, churning the water
around them.

Icebergs are parts of glaciers that break off, drift into the water, float about a while,
and finally melt. Icebergs afloat today are made of snowflakes that have fallen over long ages
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
