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Il THE NEW EDITION
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New Interchange is a revision of Interchange, one

of the world’s most successful and popular English
courses. New Interchange incorporates many
improvements suggested by teachers and students
from around the world. Some major changes include
many new Conversations, Snapshots, and Readings;
more extensive Grammar Focus models and activities;
a greater variety and amount of listening materials;
extensive changes to the Teacher’s Edition and Work-
book; and additions to the Video.

New Interchange is a multi-level course in English
as a second or foreign language for young adults and
adults. The course covers the four skills of listening,
speaking, reading, and writing, as well as improving
pronunciation and building vocabulary. Particular
emphasis is placed on listening and speaking. The
primary goal of the course is to teach communicative
competence, that is, the ability to communicate in
English according to the situation, purpose, and
roles of the participants. The language used in New
Interchange is American English; however, the course
reflects the fact that English is the major language
of international communication and is not limited to
any one country, region, or culture. Level Two is

for intermediate students and takes them from the
low-intermediate up to the intermediate level.

Level Two builds on the foundations for accurate

and fluent communication already established in Intro
and Level One by extending grammatical, lexical, and
functional skills. The syllabus covered here in Level
Two also incorporates a review of key language
features from Level One, allowing Student’s Book 2 to
be used with students who have not studied with
Level One.

COURSE LENGTH

Each full level of New Interchange contains between
70 and 120 hours of class instruction time. For classes
where more time is available, the Teacher’s Edition
gives detailed suggestions for Optional Activities to
extend each unit. Where less time is available, the
amount of time spent on Interchange Activities, Read-
ing, Writing, Optional Activities, and the Workbook
can be reduced.

Each split edition contains approximately 35 to 60
hours of classroom material. The Student’s Book,
Workbook, and Student’s Audio Cassettes or CDs
are available in split editions.

Il COURSE COMPONENTS

Here is a summary of what each component includes.

Student’s Book The Student’s Book contains 16
six-page units. The exercises in each unit are grouped
into two topical and/or functional sections; these
sections are referred to as “cycles” in the teaching
notes. There are four review units. There are a set

of communication tasks called Interchange Activities
and Unit Summaries at the back of the book.

Teacher’s Edition The full-color Teacher’s Edition
features page-by-page instructions interleaved

with reproductions of the Student’s Book pages.

The instructions contain detailed suggestions on how
to teach the course, lesson-by-lesson notes, numerous
follow-up suggestions for optional tasks and Optional
Activities, and complete answer keys. Located at the
back of the book are transcripts of the listening
activities, instructions for the Interchange Activities,
an Optional Activities Index and Additional Optional
Activities, four photocopiable achievement tests for
use in class, transcripts for the tests, test answer
keys, and answers to Workbook exercises. A
noninterleaved, black-and-white Teacher’s Manual
is also available.

Workbook The Workbook provides a variety of
exercises that develop students’ proficiency with the
grammar, reading, writing, spelling, and vocabulary
presented in the Student’s Book. Each six-page unit
follows the same teaching sequence as the Student’s
Book. Most Workbook units also contain “review
exercises” that recycle teaching points from previous
units in the context of the new topic. The Workbook
can be used for classwork or for homework.

Class Audio Cassettes or CDs The Class Audio
Cassettes or CDs are for use in the classroom.

They contain natural-sounding recordings of

the Conversations, Grammar Focus models, Pronunci-
ation exercises, and Listening activities

in the Student’s Book, and the listening exercises

for the tests. A variety of native-speaker voices and
accents, as well as some nonnative speakers of
English, are used. Exercises that are recorded are
indicated with the symbol &f.

Student’s Audio Cassettes or CDs The Student’s
Audio Cassettes or CDs are for self-study by students.
They contain recordings of the Conversations, Pro-
nunciation exercises, and Grammar Focus models
from the Student’s Book. They are available in split
editions only.
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Video The Video is designed to complement the
topics and language presented in the Student’s Book.
It contains a mix of entertaining dramatized
sequences and authentic documentaries for a total of
sixteen sequences. The language used in the
sequences reflects the structures and vocabulary of
the Student’s Book. The accompanying Video Activi-
ty Book provides comprehension and conversation
activities, as well as language practice. The Video
Teacher’s Guide provides thorough instructional sup-
port, a complete answer key, and photocopiable tran-
scripts of the video sequences.

CD-ROM The CD-ROM (available in Mac and PC
formats) is intended to be used in conjunction with
the Student’s Book to review and practice the
language learned in class. The CD-ROM can be

used on a home computer or in a language laboratory.
At the core of each of the sixteen units is a video
sequence taken from the New Interchange Video,

and some of the activities are based on ones found

in the Video Activity Book. In total, the CD-ROM
contains over 150 activities; students do the activities
they want to do at the touch of a button. In addition,
there are four tests to check students’ progress.

The Placement Test The Placement Test helps
teachers and program administrators place their
students at the most appropriate level of New Inter-
change. The booklet contains the listening, reading, and
grammar sections on photocopiable pages, and
mstructions for administering the oral placement exam.
The listening section is accompanied by a cassette.

Lab Cassettes The set of four Lab Cassettes and
the accompanying Lab Guide from the first edition of
Interchange can be used in conjunction with the

New Interchange series.

APPROACH AND METHODOLOGY

New Interchange teaches students how to use
English for everyday situations and purposes
related to school, social life, work, and leisure. The
underlying philosophy is that learning a second or
foreign language is more rewarding, meaningful, and
effective when the language is used for authentic
communication. Throughout New Interchange,
students are presented with natural and useful
language. In addition, students have the opportunity
to personalize the language they learn, make use of
their own knowledge and experiences, and express
their ideas and opinions.

Adult and International Content

New Interchange deals with contemporary topics
that are of high interest and relevance to both
students and teachers. The topics have been
selected for their interest to both homogeneous
and heterogeneous classes.

integrated Syliabus

New Interchange has an integrated, multi-skills
syllabus that links topics, communicative functions,
and grammar. Grammar — seen as an essential
component of second and foreign language
proficiency and competence — is always presented
communicatively, with controlled accuracy-based
activities leading to fluency-based communicative
practice. In this way, there is a link between
grammatical form and communicative function.
The syllabus is carefully graded, with a gradual
progression of teaching items.

Enjoyable and Useful Learning Activities

A variety of interesting and enjoyable activities
provide thorough individual student practice and
enable learners to apply the language they learn.
The course also makes extensive use of information-
gap tasks; role plays; and pair, group, and whole class
activities. Task-based and information-sharing
activities provide a maximum amount of student-
generated communication. These variations in
learning activities allow for a change of pace within
lessons while also making the course ideal for both
large and small classes, as New Interchange gives
students a greater amount of individual practice and
interaction with others in the classroom.

Focus on Productive and Receptive Skills

In New Interchange, both production and
comprehension form the basis of language learning.
Students’ productive skills are developed through
speaking and writing tasks, and their receptive
skills are developed through listening and reading.
The course teaches students to understand language
that is at a higher level than they can produce, and
this prepares them to make the transition from the
classroom to the real world.

Teacher’s and Learners’ Roles

The teacher’s role in New Interchange is to present
and model new learning items; however, during
pair work, group work, and role play activities,

the teacher’s role is that of a facilitator. Here the
teacher’s primary function is to prepare students
for an activity and then let them complete it using
their own language resources. During this phase,
the teacher gives minimum informal feedback to
students but also encourages maximum student
participation.

The learners’ role in New Interchange is to participate
actively and creatively in learning, using both the
materials they study in the course and their own
knowledge and language resources. Students are
treated as intelligent adults with ideas and opinions
of their own. Students learn through interacting with
others in pair, group, or whole class activities and
draw both on previous learning as well as their own
communicative skills.
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Teacher-friendly and Student-friendly Presen-
tation

New Interchange is easy to follow, with clearly
identified teaching points, carefully organized and
sequenced units, comfortable pacing, and a variety
of stimulating and enjoyable learning tasks.

SYLLABUS

Grammar The course has a graded grammar
syllabus that contains the essential grammar,

tenses, and structures needed for a basic level of
language proficiency. The grammar points are
introduced in communicative contexts (in each Con-
versation, in Grammar Focus exercises, and in exam-
ple dialogs included in activities throughout

the rest of a cycle) and through grammar summaries
(the Grammar Focus models, which are presented in
easy-to-read boxes) that illustrate the meaning and
usage of each item.

Functions A functional syllabus parallels the
grammar syllabus in the course. Each unit presents
several key functions (e.g., introducing oneself,
exchanging personal information, talking about
oneself) that are linked to the grammar points and
topics of the two cycles in each unit. Student’s Book 2
presents about 55 essential functions, which develop
the students’ communicative skills and enable them to
participate in simple communication on a wide variety
of topics.

Topics The course deals with topics that are of
interest to learners of various ethnic and cultural
backgrounds. Information is presented that can serve
as a basis for cross-cultural comparison and that both
students and the teacher will find stimulating and
enjoyable. The topics have been selected for their
interest to students of both genders in homogeneous
and heterogeneous classes.

Listening The course reflects current understanding
of the nature of listening comprehension in second
and foreign language learning. Two kinds of listening
skills are taught: Top-down processing skills require
students to use background knowledge, the situation,
context, and topic to arrive at comprehension through
using key words and predicting; bottom-up processing
skills require students to decode individual words in
the message to derive meaning. Both of these skills
are used in listening for gist, listening for details, and
inferring meaning from context.

Speaking Speaking skills are a central focus of New
Interchange. Many elements in the syllabus (grammar,
functions, topics, listening, pronunciation, vocabulary)
provide solid support for oral communication. Speaking
activities in the course focus on conversational fluency,
such as the ability to open and close conversations in
English, introduce and develop conversational topics,
take turns in conversations, use communication
strategies and clarification requests, and understand
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and use a variety of idiomatic expressions. In addition,
a range of useful conversational expressions is taught
and practiced.

Reading The course treats reading as an important
way of developing receptive language and vocabulary.
At the same time, the reading passages provide
stimulating adult content that both students and

the teacher will enjoy. The readings demonstrate

a variety of text types — newspaper and magazine
articles, surveys, letters, and interviews — and develop
the reading skills of guessing words from context,
skimming, scanning, and making inferences, as well
as reading for pleasure and for information. This
approach also develops both top-down and bottom-up
processing skills in reading.

Writing Writing activities in New Interchange focus
on various forms of writing: descriptions, narratives,
postcards, reviews. Writing is sometimes used as

a basis for other activities, such as games and
information-sharing activities. The teaching notes

for each unit give helpful suggestions on how to
present writing activities in order to focus on the
process of writing: through brainstorming and
collecting information about a topic; planning, drafting
or writing multiple drafts; revising; and editing.
Pronunciation Level Two treats pronunciation as
an integral part of oral proficiency. The pronunciation
exercises focus on important features of spoken
English, including stress, rhythm, intonation,
reductions, and linking sounds.

Vocabulary Vocabulary plays a key role in New
Interchange. Student’s Book 2 teaches a productive
vocabulary of about 1,200 words, including vocabulary
reviews from Level One. Vocabulary is introduced in
two main ways: Productive vocabulary is presented
through a wide variety of vocabulary exercises and
through speaking and grammar activities; receptive
vocabulary is introduced through reading and
listening exercises.

UNIT STRUCTURE AND ORGANIZATION

Although the sequencing of exercise types varies
throughout New Interchange, a typical unit presents
two main topics and functions with related exercises.
The exercises in each unit are grouped into two
sections; these are referred to as “Cycle 1” and
“Cycle 2”7 in the teaching notes.

A cycle is a self-contained sequence of exercises

that usually consists of the introduction of a new
topic through a Snapshot or Word Power exercise;

a Conversation that introduces the new grammar
structure; a Grammar Focus that provides controlled
practice, which is usually followed by freer
communicative grammar practice; Pair Work,

Group Work, Role Play exercises, or Class Activities
that provide fluency practice on a specific teaching
point; and a Listening exercise.
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Also, in each unit there are a Pronunciation exercise, Book.) Finally, there is an interesting Reading exercise
a Writing activity, and an Interchange Activity note. that always ends Cycle 2 in each unit.
(This note refers students to the unit’s communicative The exercise types listed in the chart below are used
activity, which is presented at the back of the Student’s throughout the course.

EXERCISE TITLE PURPOSE

Snapshot These exercises contain interesting, real-world information that introduces

the topic of a unit or cycle. They also build receptive and productive
vocabulary. The information in the Snapshot is presented in a graphic form,
which makes it easy to read. Follow-up questions encourage discussion of
the Snapshot material and personalize the topic.

. Word Power The Word Power activities develop students’ vocabulary as related to the
unit or cycle topic through a variety of interesting tasks, such as word
maps and collocation exercises. These activities are usually followed by
oral or written practice that helps students understand how to use the
vocabulary in context.

; Conversation Conversation exercises introduce new grammar points and functions in
each cycle. They present the grammar in a situational and communicative
context and also serve as models for conversational expressions and for
speaking tasks.

Grammar Focus These exercises present summaries of new grammar items followed by
: controlled and freer communicative practice of the grammar. These freer
activities often have students use the grammar in a personal context.

Pair Work These oral fluency exercises provide more personalized practice of the new

Role Play teaching points and increase the opportunity for meaningful individual
Group Work student practice.

Class Activity

Pronunciation These exercises practice important pronunciation features — such as stress,

rhythm, intonation, reductions, and blending — that are usually found in
the Conversation or Grammar Focus exercises.

Listening The listening activities develop a wide variety of receptive skills, including
listening for gist, listening for details, and inferring meaning from context.
Charts or graphics often accompany these task-based exercises to lend
support to students.

Writing The Writing exercises include practical writing tasks that extend and
reinforce the topic and grammar of the unit or cycle and help develop
students’ compositional skills. These exercises are often task-based
(e.g., writing a postcard, describing a person).

Reading Reading exercises develop reading skills as well as receptive language and
vocabulary. The reading passages use various types of texts adapted from
authentic sources. Pre-reading and post-reading questions use the topic
of the reading as a springboard to discussion.

Interchange Activities These information-sharing and role-playing activities provide a
communicative extension to the unit. These exercises are a central part
of the course and allow students to extend and personalize what they have
practiced and learned in each unit.
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
