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When | was approached with the possibility of writing a book
on "Travel English" | immediately started thinking "How can | add
something fresh to this already well-reviewed topic?" Before long |
had the idea that | could incorporate real, useable information about
traveling and manage to stay within the confines of the phrasebook
format. Another idea was to come up with a few less common, perhaps
slightly unusual headings for some of the sentences, in addition to the
usual garden variety topics. You will notice a few "off-beat" travel items.
You may also notice that the text moves freely between dialogue and
narration. In some cases the topic merely provides a broad context for
sentences. This skip-around, globe-trotting spirit of adventure is what
travel is all about and the "armchair”, virtual-type travel employed here
is no different. So indulge your indecent lust for leisure travel as you sit
back and take in the sites, if not the sounds, save the phonetic fettles of
your favorite foreign fantasy. Who knows, you might even learn some
English.
