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Abstract

The fourth plenary session of the 18th Communist Party of China ( CPC)
Central Committee specifically proposed the commonly promotion of rule of law,
governance of law, and administration of law, and the acceleration of the construction
of law-abiding government with the connotations featuring “scientific functions,
legalized powers and accountabilities, strict law enforcement, openness and fairness,
integrity and high efficiency, law-biding and credibility”.

Last year, the construction of law-abiding government has been smoothly carried
out and fruitful theoretical achievements have been contributed to the field of law-
abiding government. Governments of all the levels audaciously tried to reform and
innovate according to the connotations of the law-abiding government and received
precious experience. The academic circle of administrative law was devoted to further
researches of major theoretical problems of law-abiding government which were all
closely related to the practice and had received a batch of outstanding works. All the
works have provided solid theoretical foundation to promote the administrative
approval reform, to streamline the administrative power, to perfect the administrative
service and to accelerate the construction of law-abiding government and moreover,
made many breakthrough towards power list/accountability list system, openness of
government information, and administrative litigation. The newly amended
Legislation Law was focused on the reform of the local legislative power, perfection of
the system of authorized legislation, and the promotion of scientific legislation and
democratic legislation. The scholastic circle conducted researches centering on how to
perfect and regulate the legislative system, the exercising of local legislative power,
and such systems as authorized legislation and document archiving and review. With
the incease in the legislation related to administrative decision-making, the theoretical
researches were centered on the legalization of the administrative decision-making, the
procedures of administrative decision-making and responsibilities for administrative

decision-making. The reform of the comprehensive administrative law enforcement of
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urban management was targeted on the solutions of the multi-head law enforcement,
multi-level law enforcement, repetitive law enforcement and the detachment of
powers and accountabilities. Corresponding to the requirement of “perfecting legal
system of administrative procedure” proposed in the fourth plenary session of the 18th
Communist Party of China ( CPC) Central Committee, the various ministries,
commissions, and the local governments perfected the administrative procedural
regulations and rules, which have contributed much helpful experience to the future
unified administrative procedural law promulgated by the central government. In the
fields of risk regulations and public security, centering on amendments of such a series
of laws and regulations as The Food Security Law, Drug Safety Law, Production
Safety Law, a batch of supporting legislations were promulgated, the scholastic circle
conducted researches on such a series of questions as the relation between the
regulative administrative laws and the conventional administrative laws, and the
adaptation of expert rationality and public rationality. In the field of national security,
the newly promulgated National Security Act and Counterespionage Law,
implementing the thought of the integral national security, laid an important
foundation for the legislation of our national security. The legalization of petitions has
be listed on the agenda, and the Ministries and Commissions Directly under the State
Council, the various local administrations have consecutively established the norms for
the petition work under the new situation in the forms of laws, regulations and
nominative documents, and the scholastic circle of administrative laws has also
conducted in-depth studies on them. The implementation of the newly amended
Administrative Litigation Law brought a surge of cases because of the multiple judicial
reforms like registration system and the capacity of the administrative litigation has
been enhanced in remedy of rights and resolution of disputes. The academic circle
also paid closely attention to the problems and challenges brought by the newly

amended Administrative Litigation Law.
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
