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PHOTOGRAPHER PROFILE

Qi Dazheng, born in 1944 of Man Nationality, is a native of Beijing. He is the deputy director of the Sports Life Newspaper; senior reporter, deputy secretary general of
China Society of Sports Photography and member of the 8th and 9th CPPCC Hebei Provincial Committee.

Mr. Qi is a well-known sports photographer in China. With a sports photography career spanning close to four decades, he has photographed more than 40 professional
sports events such as the Olympic Games, Asian Games, World Championships, World Cups and mass sports events. He is noted for his distinctive creation techniques of
capturing the great moments of diving, athletics, gymnastics and winter sports events, while enjoying his special passion for table tennis, China’s national game. Many of his
outstanding tabletennis photographs have gone down the history of Chinese table tennis.

Mr. Qi has enjoyed sport and photography since a young age. He was one of the first group of young tabletennis players trained by Beijing Shichahai Sports School as well as
one of the first members of the budding “young photographers™ class of Beihai YouthCentre of Beijing Children’s Palace.In 1966, he graduated from the Russian Department
of Hebei Normal University, and in early 1980s worked as a photojournalist at Vaice of Sport founded by the lateSecretary-General of the Central Advisory Commission Mr.
RongGaotang. He studied News Theory at Renmin University of China, and continued to elevate his level of photography through practice of sports photography over time
as well as under the guidance of China Sports Photography Association, thus consolidating the positive quality required for a sports journalist.

To commend his achievements at China Sports Photography Association, the General Administration of Sport of China and the Beijing Municipal Government awarded him
with a Certificate of Contribution at the 11thAsian Games in Beijing in 1990.

He was diagnosed with a serious heart disease in 1996. After struggling with the disease for half-a-year and subsequently undergoing an operation, he successfully held a Qi
Dazheng Sports Photography Exhibition, and created the large exhibition Soaring Chinese Table Tennis at Zhengding National Table Tennis Training Base.

CCTV-5 broadcast the special program The World of Table Tennis from a Third Eyve in December 1996, which showed excellent works he took when CaiZhenhua returned
to China to coach and win the Swaythling Cup. The Professional Commission of Sports Photography of Sports Journalists Association of China awarded Mr. Qi with
anAwardof Special Contributions to Chinese Sports Photography in April 2002.

The Chinese Sports News Workers’ Association bestowed Mr. Qi with a silver trophy in December 2009 to commend his hard work in and contribution to Chinese sports
news over the past three decades. He is one of the few “grand-slam” sports journalists of China.

With the assistance of some veteran photographers from China Sports Publications Corporation, he created the Hall of Fame of Chinese TableTennis World Champions,
which was inscribed by the well-respected founder of Chinese tabletennis sport Mr.RongGaotang, The hall of fame was highly praised by Xu Yinsheng, President of the
Chinese Table Tennis Association, as well as many world tabletennis champions.

During the 50th Moscow Table Tennis Championships, Mr. Qi was invited by the President of the International Table Tennis Federation (ITTF), Mr. AdhamSharara as the
event’s chief correspondent and Russian interpreter to attend the ITTF Congress.

In 2012, at the China Sports Memory photographic works competition, Qi Dazheng won the honor of Top 100 Sports Photographers.

Since the end of 1970s, Mr. Qi has paid particular attention to the development of China’s amateur sports schools. After the founding of the National Table Tennis Training
Base in Zhengding, Hebei Province in 1992, he has recorded the entire process of closed training by National Table Tennis Team before the World Championships with his
camera. He has contributed a great number of precious pictures and materials to the Chinese TableTennis Exhibition Hall.

Mr. Qi, in his quest for perfection in the field of sports photography, demonstrates a high degree of professionalism and commitment. Each of his photographic works
highlights the theme of patriotism, as he has made his lifetime efforts to promote table tennis sport with the enduring affection for the national game. He is the undisputed
veteran of table tennis reporting.
