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Summary

This volume collects the works of Feng Qi after the publication of Collected
Works of Feng Qi (a total of 10 Volumes). These works can be divided into
four sections. Section 1 is “Poems and Articles”. It collects Feng Qi’s practice
works during his adolescences and other published writings which were
composed after admitting into Qing Hua University and devoting himself to the
anti-Japanese war. Section 2 is “Time and Writings”. It records Feng Qi's
political essays and essay style critical writings which were composed around
1930s - 1940s. Section 3 is “Learning for Thinking”. It collects Feng Qi’s notes
on theoretical learning and some short critical essays on thinking which were
published around 1950s - 1960s. Section 4 is “History and Thinking”. It collects
Feng Qi's academic papers and some drafts on remembering old friends which
were published around 1970s - 1990s.

The composing and publishing of the above works last over half of a
century. It covers the areas of mathematics. science. literature. politics, and
philosophy. It not only records the memory of Feng Qi about his own
experience, but also demonstrates his footprints on philosophical history and his
huge social influence when he was searching for the intellectual insights. This
can be seen through the following aspects: from his broad interests during
adolescence to his choice of doing Philosophy in order to obtain the truth of
saving the country; from his participation in the front of the war and
underground struggle to his encouragement for people fighting for the New
China through the power of thinking: from his emphasis on “The free will of an
ordinary people cannot be taken away”™ while others being confused by the

“left” ideology to his persistence to dreams while being put in the *cowshed”
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during the cultural revolution; from his success in academics after the *reform
and opening-up policy” to his demonstration of wisdom in his late years. More
importantly. these works also reveal Feng Qi’s social responsibilities, such as his
endeavor to make philosophy more approachable to normal people; his
encouragement of high school students learning philosophy. and his approve of

young scholars searching for new research topics.
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
