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This volume selects some of the phased research
achievements of the project “ Key Technologies for

Firstly, the volume explores rural planning theories
and methods. “On Planning Compilation for Rural China”
by Gu Chaolin and Zhang Xiaoming tries to build up a
core value for rural planning in order to solve such issues
as the rural development, the agricultural modernization
and the farmer-interests protection. The paper clearly puts
forward the goals for the planning of China's rural areas:
(Drelieving the pinch of infrastructure such as water and
power supplies, traffic, energy and information according to
need of the development of counties, townships and villages;
@ giving full play to multiple parties including the
government, market and autonomy of rural areas. The
planning should break through such bottlenecks as the
backward economic development, imbalance of the social
structure, environmental degradation, food security

which pose barriers to new-typed urbanization and

the balanced development between urban and rural areas.

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“A New Framework for Regional Planning in Rural China
Based on the ‘ Permanent Rural Areas’ ” by Liao
Bingying puts forward the reconstruction of the urban-
rural integration at the county level. The paper rebuilds a
new framework with the county planning, the town
planning, the township planning and the village planning
as the core and strengthens the content of land
remediation, ecological protection, industrial
development and infrastructure through the integration of
planning. These could provide a new platform of urban
and rural planning for new rural development and the
integration of urban and rural development.

by Hu Xian proposes that rural space has

In
addition, it explores the horizontal and vertical interface
of space dimension planning.

Secondly, it includes rural

research., “ Partitioning of Urbanization Region via
Pattern Recognition” by Lin Wenqgi, Wu Menghe et al.
focusing on the categorization of the urbanization
process in China, On prefecture-level, an indicator
system is developed according to their representative
features, which includes the urbanization level, urbanization

speed, driving forces for urbanization, supportive nature
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resources, and social-economic development status with
the statistical panel data of 2000 and 2010. Final
categorization of urbanization in China contains 5
dominant types. “A Study on the Spatial Pattern and
Types Division of Towns in Population Sustaining - A
Case of Shandong” by Li Shaoxing et al. divides
Shandong province into 9 urbanization types and 11
policy areas, which provides a theoretical foundation
for infrastructure construction and facilities of small
towns.

Thirdly, the volume includes rural planning theory
research, “The Basic Logic of the Rural Planning and the
Recommendations for Its Implementation” by Gui Yanli
believes that villages have undergone the transition from
single production function of providing agricultural
sideline products into a variety of functions including
ecological landscape, recreation, residence, providing
access to safe agricultural produce and carrying forward
traditional culture. Rural planning should focus on
villagers, the function of agriculture and rural economy
and improving living environment of rural areas. “Key
Strategy and Technical Points of Agricultural Land
Planning in Full-Scope Township Planning” by Tang Yan
and Zhao Wenning points out the significance of “rural
regional planning” in rural planning from the perspective
of techniques and norm-centered construction. Therefore,
effective planning guidance should be provided in
non-development areas which have been ignored for a
long time and “farmland planning” system should be

established and improved. Based on this, the paper

discusses specific strategies and technical points of farmland
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planning from four aspects: land use classification,
agricultural land consolidation, land value assessment,
operation and implementation. Related key issues and
future paths of township planning are explored in the
conclusion.

Fourthly, the volume also includes village planning
research, which has been ignored by planners for a long
time. Two papers of rural residential area and village
planning are selected. “New Rural Community Planning
Based on Social Survey — Dongzhu Case Study” by Fu
Qiang et al. focuses on the issue of “hollow village”.
“Rethinking on New Rural Planning on Village Level in
Nanjing” by Huang Ying and Li Zhihui studies the case
of Tangji Community, Xingdian Sub-District, Pukou
District, Nanjing and puts forward the principle of rural
planning, the reconstruction of rural planning system and
some adjustment of the contents.

“Classics” includes two famous articles. One is “The
Preservation of Rural England” by Patrick Abercrombie,
who was the first to propose the construction of
Metropolitan Green Belt of London and a master in
designing new cities. Although the research report was
first published 90 years ago, it is still worth reading given
the rapid urbanization in China. Protecting villages is also
of great scientific and social significance. The other one is
“The City of Everyday Life: Knowledge/Power and the
Problem of Representation” by city plan master John
Friedmann. This article, published on disP: The
Planning Review in 1999, emphasized the small space in
the city, daily life behavior, social reproduction and the

importance of social interest and construction and criticised
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on developers, politicians for devaluing urban social
space, which enlightens us in the urban planning and
construction.

Perspectives ” introduces the paper
Density Development Using a Perverted Light Modelling
Approach” by Marcus White, an Australian rising star in
urban designing, et al. and some other works of Marcus
White. Meanwhile, the volume published an article
entitled “2015 Urban Planning Citation Analysis” as
“Small Information”. It introduces the competitiveness
and strength of colleges and universities for urban
planners in North America based on citation analysis of
urban planning.

Abstract This paper tries to build up a
core value for rural planning in order to
solve such issues as the rural develop-
ment, the agricultural modernization and
the farmer’s interests. According to this
value the paper clearly puts forward the
tasks for the planning of China’s rural ar-
cas: (a) according to the development of
counties, towns and villages, resolve the
issue of the short supply of infrastructure
and social facilities such as water and e-
lectricity supplies, traffic, energy and in-
formation engineering etc.; (b) give full
play to the roles of the local governments,
the market and self-governing villages and
break through such bottlenecks of new ur-
banization and urban &. rural development
as the backward economic development, im-
balance of the social structure, ecological
environmental degradation, food security
and so on. Accordingly, the article system-
atically studies county planning, town plan-
ning, township planning as well as village
planning and discusses linkup of three levels
and four types plannings.
