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Preface

“Administrative Regulation and Judicial Remedies™ is one of the six
core research fields set up in the Founding Proposal for Institutum luris-
prudentiae by her Advisory Committee. As shown in its literal mea-
ning, this research field purports to encompass the entire domain of ad-
ministrative law, from topics relating to ex ante administrative regulation
to those concerning ex post remedies of administrative actions, including
administrative litigation. In order to integrate theories into practice and
therefore to enhance the pragmatic utility of the research on administra-
tive law, we thought it desirable to host an annual conference to facilitate
the dialogue between scholars and practitioners by inviting administra-
tive law judges to pose thorny problems faced by the courts and by soli-
citing administrative law professors to provide solutions. Each paper
presented at the conference is to be commented by commentators of both
a scholar and a judge. I put forward this idea in March 2005 to the
President of the Supreme Administrative Court, Judge Deng-Ke Chang,
who in turn consulted with the Presidents of three High Administrative
Courts. A consensus was soon reached and a steering committee, com-
posed of four judges from the aforesaid Administrative Courts respec-
tively and two research fellows from Institutum Iurisprudentiae, was
subsequently established for proposing topics to be discussed at the con-
ference. The first Conference on Administrative Regulation and Judi-
cial Remedies was held on November 19, 2005, in which six papers
were presented, commented, and discussed. Thereafter the authors re-
vised and submitted their papers for consideration for publication. Af-

ter peer review four papers were accepted and collected into the book
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entitled “2005 Administrative Regulation and Judicial Remedies™.

Encouraged by enormously positive response to the 2005 conference,
we decided to enhance the frequency to make it a biannual event. Ac-
cordingly, two conferences were held in 2006. There were four papers
presented in the first 2006 conference on July 29 and five papers pre-
sented in the second 2006 conference on December 23.  After the peer
review and the scrutiny process, eight papers were accepted and col-
lected into this book, entitled “2006 Administrative Regulation and Judi-

cial Remedies”.

Based upon the experiences acquired in the past three years, we come
to believe that the approach of collaboration between scholars and prac-
titioners is productive, that the biannual frequency of such conference is
appropriate, and that collecting peer-reviewed papers into a series of
books is beneficial for future reference as well as for accumulation of in-
depth thinking. We are intended to continue staging this forum for
promoting communication between scholars and practitioners. We ear-
nestly hope that the joint efforts from the academic community and the
judicial community will not only provide sensible solutions for tough
practical issues, but also significantly enhance the quality of research on

administrative law.
